Visitors: Visitors are NOT allowed during camp without pre-approval from the camp director or
designee. This policy enables our counselors to spend more time with their campers, allows the camp
schedule to go smoothly without interruption, and it also prevents homesickness. If you need to reach
your son due to an EMERGENCY, please contact the camp office at 830-238-4621 and we can arrange any
essential contact or a pickup if necessary.

Phone Calls: Campers are not permitted to make outgoing phone calls and CALLING to speak with your
son is NOT advised. When campers talk to parents, it tends to create or increase homesickness. If you
need to reach your son due to an EMERGENCY, birthday or another vital reason, please contact the camp
office at 830-238-4621 and we can arrange a phone call. Typically, we arrange phone calls during meals -
8:40 a.m., 1:10 p.m. and 6:40 p.m. However, be aware that we only schedule phone call from parents. If
an update is all you are looking for, call the office and we will be happy to give you a report on how
your son is doing.
